Welcome fo Gender Fest, a festival organised by the Outview Film Festfival Team in co-operation with
The Rosa Luxemburg Stiftung - Office in Greece.

Gender Fest stems from our need to host an event in Athens which would be a satellite event of Outview
Film Festival, without being identical fo Outview. We wanted fo present arfists whose medium is not
just film, but also photography, music, performance, words. We wanted the audience to receive more
information than a film screening and a possible Q&A afterwards and to have the opportunity to really
listen to what some people have to say, o be able to start a conversation with them. We wanted

to open up the conversation about and with intersex people, who fo my knowledge have almost zero
visibility, to talk about the “I" in LGBTQIl+. We also wanted to try and deconsfruct some of the western
stereotypes regarding Islam and female oppression and fo have a look at the agency and resistance
women and queer subjectivities exercise just like they do in western patriarchal societies for decades
now - or even centuries.

We hope in the future to be able fo address more issues and fo include an even wider variety

of subjectivities, in terms of guests, audience and organisers.

Del LaGrace Volcano is a gender variant visual arfist and cuftural producer working with

the body and gender/sexual identity notions for both social, political and personal purposes.

To quote academic Josch Hoenes, "Volcano creates images and imaginary worlds of queer life
and desire apart from the universe where what does not fit info preconceived norms must be
rejected and fearfully debased. Volcano's photographs confirm aspect of queer life in all their
reality, beauty and desirability, and simultaneously upend any belief in the fruth of gender,
sexuality, photography, or immediate perception.”

Del has produced five monographs, Love Bites (1991), The Drag King Book (with Judith
Halberstam, 1999), Sublime Mutations (2000), Sex Works (forward by Paul B Preciado, 2005)
and FEMMES OF POWER: Exploding Queer Femininities with text by Dr Ulrika Dahl (2008)

and has also been cited and reproduced in numerous publications, journals and books

on visual art and queer and feminist theory.

At Gender Fest Del will be presenting CORPUS QUEER: BODIES OF RESISTANCE. This body of work,
this corpus, consists of 35 years worth of queering that has produced images that complicate
our understandings of gender through non-pathologizing heroic depictions of female and frans
masculinities as well as calling attention to the hermaphroditic traces of all human bodies.

A personal and provocative exploration of gender, sex and the body Del will share from their
lived experience as a MaPa (i.e. and openly intersex parent] and examine the forces that
produce conformity of all kinds and how to resist them.

Ms Vaginal Davis is a performer, filmmaker and musician. Vaginal is the key proponent
of the disruptive performance aesthetic known as ferrorist drag. Disrupting the cultural
assimilation of gay-oriented and corporate-friendly drag, she positions herself at an
uncomforfable tangent to the conservative politics of gay culture, mining its confradictory
impulses fo inferrupt the entrenchment of its assimilatory strategies. A self-labeled “sexual
repulsive®, Ms Davis consistently refuses to ease conservative factics within gay and black
politics, employing punk music, invented biography, insulfs, self-mockery and repeated
incitements fo group sexual revolt - all to hilarious and devastating effect

She has been in films of various enfant terribles of queer cinema, such as Bruce LaBruce
and Rosa VonPraunheim. At Gender Fest she will present a flamboyant performative
lecture/screening, showing us some of her personal work.

Vanessa Lopez was assigned male af birth. She migrated with her family from Chile fo Sweden
in 1985. Growing up Vanessa never felf comfortable with society’s expectations of being a boy
which eventually lead to her sfarting fransitioning to a woman at the age of 16.

At that time, Swedish law didn't allow a legal sex change without having sex reassignment
surgery, which lead fo Vanessa going through with the procedure when she was 20 years old.
She has worked as a model, go-go dancer, and has been involved in the fashion business

in Europe and the USA. Vanessa was the first openly transsexual in Scandinavia fo participate
in a reality show — Big Brother, Sweden 2011. In her autobiography, “I've changed my mind”
(Jag har angrat mig, 2014) she writes in detail about her transition and why the book is tifled
the way it is.

Vanessa is also involved with different support groups for iransgender youth, wanfing

to influence society she wrote the norm critical children’s book “Det dr jag som dr Mickan™

{l am Mickan) which tells the story about a young fransgender person.

Vanessa won the Miss Trans Star International confest in 2015, representing her nafive country
Chile, a beauly pageant that works for the visibility of the transgender community. She is also
one of the protagonists in the series “Girls Like Us” that is broadcasted in Swedish television.
