Our projects range from research and critical analysis to public discussions and interventions and include various formats such as conference, public events, publications, podcasts, exhibitions and documentary films. Tender for projects on Social rights and left alternatives in Greece in 2026
Social and Labor rights are under constant attack form many years in Greece. Since the beginning of the economic crisis 2010 the deterioration of Social and Labor rights has been profound and multifaceted, rooted largely in the country’s sovereign debt crisis and the austerity programs imposed by international lenders. Aspects of the dismantling of Social and Labor rights were Labor market deregulations, wage reductions, pension cuts, weakening of collective bargaining, erosion of trade union power, expansion of precarious employment, cuts of funding for social welfare programs. Privatization led to a deterioration also of publicly funded public social infrastructure affecting rights to health, education and culture. Although a partial recovery of the economy let to an increase of employment, the social fabric of Greece has been severely strained. Rising homelessness, mental health issues, and emigration of skilled youth are consequences. The neoliberal austerity politics strengthened also authoritarian political structures and right- wing discourses. Power abuse, corruption, media control are narrowing the space of civil society. Consequences are declining trust in institutions and democratic participation as it is shown in the Tempi protests. The political left on the other hand is struggling to articulate credible alternatives. 
We are seeking for projects with following characteristics:
· Projects should contribute to a critical analysis of the deterioration of Social and Labor rights and their effects for Greek society.
· Projects should contribute to the articulation of left alternatives, strengthening of left actors and networks
· Eligible are publications, films, podcasts and other media content as well as seminars, workshops, network meetings and conferences 
· The applicant has to be located in Greece. 
Terms and Conditions
· Projects should have a budget with max 20.000 EUR (gross)
· Deadline for applications is 31th of January 2026.
· Projects have to be implemented by the end of October 2026.
· Project proposal has to contain a differentiated budget plan.
· Eligible are NGOs, media projects, scientific institutions and other non-profit organizations as well as self-employed individuals.
